Since human function is neurologically integrated, Doctors of Chiropractic evaluate and facilitate
biomechanical and newmological function and integrity htough the use of appropriate
conservative, diagnostic and chiropractic care procedures. Chiropractors use-mumstuimskeletal

model that is evaluated, diagnosed and managed through the use of chiropractic specific adjustive
techniques as well as cbpractic ancillary/adjunctive procedures. Doctors of Chiropractic are
primary contact health care providers. They apply their education, knowledge, diagnostic skill, and
clinical judgment necessary to determine appropriate chiropractic care and management.

Doctors of Chiropractic establish a doctor/patient relationship and use specific spinal adjustments and
other conservative clinical procedures. Through their training chiropractors recognize and identify
when collaborative care with and/or referral thest health care providers is appropriate. Through
their education and knowledge of the human anatomy and physiology chiropractors are uniquely
skilled to evaluate emerging techniques and adjunctive therapies and the role they may play
chiropractic clincal practie. Chiropractors incorporate those techniques and adjunctive therapies
which play a role in the healing sequel of conditions which are a part of theirmesule skeletal

model of care.

to embark on.

In 2007, the MCA unveiled a newode of Ethics: a template for individual professional responsibility and
ideal MCA citizenship.

In 2008, a member survey and a series of member focus groups gave the MCA a clear picture an:
understanding of the practice of chiropractic in Manitoba. This helps to lay the foundation for a smooth
transition into a new era of health earegulation (thdregulated Health Professions Act) as it relates to
Reserved Actions andScope of Practice.

In 2009, the MCA continued along a path of awareness letting the people of Manitoba and stakeholder:
know who we are, what we value and where we are going. Armed with a visibly distincMCA Scope of
Practice that clearly articulates the breadth of our chiropractic education, certification and clinical
application the MCA began answering the questiontud we are.

Related to our informatiebhased theme, the MCA also sought a few new vehicles to deliver the message, in
a way that enabl ed the c ophyandservices.

Media Summary

The focus of the campaign was on informing the
better”. While we used a number of subsidiary me
radio andTV were MPI and Workplace injuries.

Ad placement was done with two specific purposes in mitedprovide information on chiropractic and to
drive traffic to the members.

The selection of media vehicles remained consistent in 2012 as the associatixpenasnced some
success with the current advertising model:

1 TV: The MCA ran two ads on three TV stations during the Winter/Spring and the Fall campaigns.
Ads were only run in prime time and each st at
campaign spend.

1 Radio: The MCA ran four spots on three radio stations in the Winter/Spring campaign. These spots
had been used for three years and in the summer, the MCA created four new spots that ran on the
same stations in the Fall. In addition to theafic placement of our ads, each station also provided
additional ROS spots as part of the buy.

1 Shaw TV: As we have in the past, the MCA also placed advertising on the Weather Channel. We
updated the original ad that had run in 2011 with new graphics.

1 New Options — During 2012, the MCA also investigated options for message placement beyond
traditional media outlets. Some of these items were introduced in 2012 (the Goldeyes Straighten Up
program, the St. Boniface Hospital Health Report partnership) andafdhese items will start to
appear as part of the program in 2013 (radio program sponsorships, TV adjacencies on special
shows, Blue Bomber advertising)

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Over the course of the year, the MCA recognized that the current TV ads had run their courseezhtbneed
be replaced. While work began on concept and creative of the new ads in 2012, the finished product will be
introduced in the spring of 2013.

Key changes/successes

While the general focus for 2012 was to be consistent in delivery of the primarggeesgo new programs
introduced in 2012 were very successful and warrant noting:

1 The MCA worked with th&Vinnipeg Goldeyes to develop an offield promotion that featured the
crowd and Goldeyes staff doing two Straighten Up Manitoba exercises in the middé fourth
i nning. The program gave the MCA an opportuni
lives better and showcase one of the key programs that was available to the public. It became a
popular activity with the audience. We receiwegfield promotion, exposure on the jumbron,
program and radio advertising and we also di s
the course of the year we engaged 240,000 people in Straighten Up Manitoba.

1 As part of the Fall campaign, thCA signed a partnership agreement with the St. Boniface
Hospital to become a sponsor of their healthy lifestyles section on their weekly CJOB radie show
the Health Report. Each week, during this segment, the MCA receives name recognition as the
sponsof the segment; provides relevant lifestyles tips that the show reads; and then they do a 10
second statement about our partnership. Once again, the show enables the MCA to align itself with
the provision of information that will help the consumer maleér tife better.

Year end — Looking forward

We see 2013 as a year of growth for the current MCA message. In the past, the focus of the ads has been «
the MCA “talking” to the consumer. While we wil!/
focus this year will change significantly. The new TV ads will seek to create a more emotional appeal, with
messages now being delivered from the consumer perspeectivere the consumer talks about chiropractic
care.

In addition, the committee has besark to support our making life better claim with programs and
information. In the Fall, the MCA secured access to the articles and information that appeared in the
Chatelaine magazines nationally. These articles represent @amwéyeof health and lifégle based topics
and will be placed on the making your life better website.

In addition, the committee has also been working on a new concept to explain the Manitoba chiropractic
philosophy for care and healthy lifestyles. These Four Pillars to HeattheiSpinal HealthLifestyle,

Nutrition and Exercigehave recently been adopted by the Board and we will use this focus to make changes
to both thewww.makingyourlifebetter.cand thewnww.ManitobaChiropractors.csebsites. Each Chatelaine
article will then be categorized into the website based on which pillar they address.

Primarily servicing Winnipeg and the surrounding
areas, this service has been beneficial to both patients as well as the chiropractors. The service provides a
alternative for "emergency" situations. For the doctor on call, it provides time to care for and introduce an
otherwise norchiropractic patient to Chiropractic. In short, it provides patients with other healthcare
options, rather than suffering with painincurring a wait list in a medical establishment.

Patients cawrall the central phone number, which they obtain from the Yellow Pages, or their chiropractor's
answering machine. After care is provided, the doctor instructs the patient to retuinregtiiar

chiropractor for any necessary follayp care. A memo is forwarded via fax or mail to their regular treating
chiropractor, identifying the doctor on call, treatment given and the outcome.

| would like to thank all those members who contacted me or other MPI committee members with
their concerns or questions in regards to patient injury claims. The MPI committee was able to successfully
bring these concerns to MPI and all matters were investigated and successfully resolved without incident or
argument. The MPI committee has found this to be a favorable method to resolve any member conflicts witt
MPI and has protected members of the protgsgiom any unwanted complaints from MPI as a result of
unprofessional language or conduct unbecoming.

The MPI Committee and the MCA/MPI Liaison committee were also very successful in changing the
wording used by the MPI catenterwhen claimats opened their injury claims. Previous wording in the
MPI script discussed whether the claimant had seen their medical doctor or that they needed to see their
medi cal doctor. MPI has now revised theeadrof scri pt
“medi cal doctor.” A few of our members who have
reported excellent feedback from their experience with theeatemwith this latest change.

The information packet sent to all ingd claimants from MPI now has a revised Whiplash Document.
This document carries the wording “health care ¢
can contact opposed to just “medical stbetveemthe " TF
patient and the health care provider, as was the case with the old document.

The MPI Committee would also like to remind the profession to utilize Track 2 care for your patients
if required. Unfortunately the last statistics aable to the MCA reveal the contrary. Track 2 questionnaires
are available at the MCA website and are easily accessible and can be administered and scored by your
assistants. Once your examination is complete, attach the completed questionnaires ahtbrvéilof
believe the myth amongst the profession is that Track 2 is difficult to access and receive approval from MPI
This is not always the case and your patient deserves the chance for you to apply if their injury warrants suc
action. Please notedhif the patient is discharged at the end of Track 1 care or during any phase of care, the
discharge report must be submitted within 90 days from the last chiropractic visit.

Here are
some details of our activities since my last report.

Mr. Angelo Nkitas, our pasRegulatoryServices coordinator has left the MCA. | want to express my
gratitude for the support and work he provided to the association over his many years with us.

The nature of selfegulation is that it evolves. Our regulatory framekvchanges due to legislation, growth
of our membership, preparation for governance under the RHPA, case law, changes in the healthcare
landscape, complaints and shifting societal attitudes.

Please ensure that you keep abreast of the email communicatobnstices from the MCA. If you missed
something, notices are archived on the member side of the web site under the documents tab. We are all
expected to be aware of and understand the regulatory framework under which we practice. It is part of you
professional responsibilities; ignorance is not acceptable.

Canadian Federation of Chiropractic Regulatory and Education Accrediting Board (CFCREAB) aka
“The Federation”

Over the past year, | attended two Board meetings and the AGM of the Federatiornwé@ieelseld on April
12-14, 2012 in Winnipeg and November 24, 2012 in Toronto, ON.

A long standing issue, revolving around the funding of the Federation was brought to a head at the meeting
of November 24, 2012. The MCA Board of Directors instructed ntkedisrepresentative to present a
motion to the Federation Board dealing with funding inequities.

For the past several years, the province of Ontario has seen it membership dues to the Federation capped
$90,000. During this time, the dues of othea#ier regulator have risen to the level of $35 per registered
member. The motion | brought forward to the Federation meeting was to have all jurisdictions pay the same
level of dues or in other words, remove the cap from Ontario.

Whi | e Ont arebeen cappat ateb®0,000athey have contributed many services in kind such as
hosting meetings, covering cost of meals, providing staff time for Federation projects etc.

The motion | put forward on behalf of the MCA Board was debated and discussecdReganees from the
College of Chiropractors of Ontario (CCO) stated that the in kind contribution more than made up the
difference between the rate paid by them and other provincial regulators. Seeing as the rate paid by the CC
had not risen while the tewpaid by all other regulators had, CCO representatives stated they
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were willing to go back to their board and seek an additional $20,000 of funding for the Federation. In
essence, this would raise the cap on CCO dues from $90,000 to $110,000.

The MCAmotion, while verbally supported in principle by many directors was defeated. In light of the fact
that the funding inequities have not been addressed, the MCA board of Directors made the decision to not
renew our membership in the Federation.

Pseudo “Doctor of Osteopathy”

We want to again notify the membership that there are no true Doctors of Osteopathy licensed and practicir
in Manitoba. There are individuals who are taking a once a month weekend course who hold themselves ot
as " ost e o pndividuasare notlicemsecdnor regulated in any fashion. There are serious questions
and concerns about the level of training they have received.

We have raised this issue with the College of Physicians and Surgeons and together have takerothe issue t
the Manitoba Alliance of Regulated Health Profession as well as the Department of Health and the minister.

Animal Chiropractic

The MCA sought to open discussions with the Manitoba Veterinary Medical Association for the purpose of
revisiting and updatig the agreement between our two organizations with regards to chiropractors providing
care to animals. These discussions wbdrgenialdid not bear fruit. The MVMA was unwilling to reopen

the agreement. The existing agreement from 1999 still stands.

Regulated Health Profession Act (RHPA)

Three health professions, (CRNMurses; MHSA-speech pathologist and audiologists and CRSM
physicians and surgeons) continue their work toward regulation under the RHPA.

The three groups are the first to embankiis process. They are in the process of writing their regulations
which has proved to be a quite complex and lengthy process. It is expected that the first group to get throug
the process will be the audiologist and speech pathologists.

Some membensave questioned when our profession will be granted the ability to incorporate. This is
encapsulated within the RHPA and will occur once we come under the legislation. Having expressed the

concern of our members to the department of health, the MCA isdasgion with government with regards
to beginning the process that will ultimately lead to us being legislated under the RHPA.

33(2) Where a complainant or the member does not accept the resolution of the complaints
committee, or where the committee so determines, the matter shall be referred to the investigation
chairman.

Within weeks of filing the complaint, the patient passed
away (there is no suggestion that his death was in any way related to the subject matter of the complaint).

Outcome: The Standards Committee review was inconsequential. The file was closed.

Nature of the Complaint: The Complainant alleges that she suffered a stroke which resulted from
chiropractic care by a member chiropractor.

Outcome: The Board of Directors appointed an Investigator to undertake a formal investigetien.
Investigator conducted a formal interview of the respondent member, reviewed the patient file and sought
medical evidence from the complainant. The complainant declined to provide any information. The
Investigator submitted his report to the boardioéctors. The board reviewed the report and directed that
no further action be taken on the complaint.

Complaint 12-06

Nature of the Complaint: Member X submitted a complaint against Member Y. Member Y in turn,
submitted a complaint as against MemKe The complaint against Member Y was related to-araé
communication which allegedly cast an uncomplimentary light on Member X. Member Y raised issues
related to whether the subject matter of the complaint was within the mandate of the Assasiatieihas
raising allegations related to potential ethical breaches by Member X.

Outcome: Following an informal mediation process, both complaints were withdrawn, and the Board
determined that the subject matter did not require further review by thel@ats Committee.

Complaint 12-07

Nature of the Complaint: A patient complained that the member chiropractor subjected her to high
pressure tactics, designed to “scare” her into s

Outcome: The Complaints Commiteeconducted an interview of the member and based on the interview,
requested the Standards Committee to conduct an office inspection focusing on note takirmyand ke
Complaints Committee awaits the report from the Standards Committee.

Complaint 12-08

Nature of the Complaint: A patient filed a complaint against a member alleging sexual
harassment/misconduct.

Outcome: The Board of Directors appointed an Investigator to undertake a formal investigation. The
investigation is in progress.

Complaint 12-09

Nature of the Complaint: A patient complained that her chiropractor was negligent in providing treatment.
In particular, alleging that the treatment resulted in a symptom of blurred vision. In reviewing the file, the
Complaints Committeeated that the symptoms arose after a previous motor vehicle collision and were a
pre-existing condition prior to any treatment provided by the member respondent and that there did not
appear to be a causal link. The Committee proposed an informal r@seltiereby no further action would

be taken. The Complainant has indicated her objection to the resolution, and as a result, the matter has be
referred to an Investigator.

Outcome: In progress.

Outline of Complaint Files from Previous Years. Eitbempleted in 2012 or still in progress.

Complaint 10-01

Nature of the Complaint: Given the nature of the complaint this matter was referred directly to the
Investigation Phase. The complaint was initiated by the Registrar when he became awaratiohalleiy

criminal conduct against the member respondent. The member was alleged to have committed criminal
offenses including but not limited to: assault, multiple breaches of court undertakings, sexual assault, assau
causing bodily harm and use of ¢erto overcome resistance in the commission of an indictable offence.

The Investigator conducted interviews with the respondent, with business associates, staff members, a
patient, and included review of a number of patient files.

The Investigator recomemded that the matter proceed to a formal Inquiry. An Inquiry panel was convened
resulting in an agreed statement of facts between counsel for the respondent and the MCA. The agreed fac
noted the following:

1 That the member, in his licence renewal aggilon (for three yearly renewals) did falsely answer in
the negative to the question “have you ever [
failed to communicate to the MCA information pertinent to the license renewal process.

1 That the membedid knowingly attempt to mislead the Investigation Chair by stating in his written
response: “...nor have | ever been charged ¢
| i f” Bnowing same to be false.

1 That the member failed to maintain adetgyaatient records, as a review of five sample files showed
that they did not contain any initial examination findings, any progressive examination findings,
subjective and objective progress findings dt
lacked substantiation for the billing of Emergency visits to Manitoba Public Insurance.

The Investigator had determined that there was no merit to taking any further proceedings on the balance o
the initial allegations of complaint.

The Inquiry Paneglhaving received the documentation and testimony found the respondent member guilty of

three counts of professional misconduct as stipulated in the citation and supported by the agreed statement
fact.
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Outcome: The Inquiry Panel presented their reporthe MCA Board of Directors for the penalty phase of
the complaints process. The MCA considered a joint submission made by MCA legal counsel and counsel
for the respondent member with regards to an appropriate disposition.

In accordance with sectiagtv (1) and (2) of the Chiropractic Act, the board imposed the following penalty:

1. The member shall participate in a six month r
2. The member shall pay to the MCA costs in the amount of $8,500.

3. The membertwll voluntarily enroll, participate and complete the next available University of
Manitoba Office of Medical Continuing Education
expense.

Complaint 10-04

Nature of the Complaint: In November of 2010t came to the attention of the Registrar that a member
was charged on or about Jufe 2009 with approximately seven charges urider Income Tax Actit was
alleged that the member willfully and unlawfully evaded payment of taxes and made falsepbivdec
statements on their income tax returns.

A review of the member’s 2010 |icense renewal al
on the annual application. As a result, a formal complaint was launched by the Registrar.

The Compaints Committee reviewed the file and recommended that the Board of Directors consider the
appointment of an Investigator pursuant to Section 33(2) of the Act. On February 7, 2011, the Board of
Directors moved the file to an Investigation.

Outcome: Theinvestigator recommended that the subject matter of the complaint did indeed warrant the
convening of a formal inquiry to consider the following issues:

)1 n considering the member’s statement to the
charges, does theonstitute professional misconduct?

5) In considering that the member departed court in the midst of proceedings, did this demonstrate not
only disrespect in the face of the court but

In particular, the inherent dishastg of the member in making false or deceptive statements for personal
financial gain is a matter which must be considered and reviewed by an inquiry process as to whether this
constitutes professional misconduct.

In the report to the Board, the Investior noted that the respondent member was agreeable to potential
terms of disposition which would meet the MCA’s
Board agreed with the recommendations made and as a result the matter did not peo€eechéd Inquiry,

but was concluded by way of Memorandum of Agreement.
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The MOU contained the following terms:

1. That in the member’s communications with staf
espousing any views which would encourage thepayment of assessed taxes by any level of government;

2. That the member will undertake to abide by the provisions of the Income Tax Act of Canada,
including payment of outstanding taxes as legally required by the Canada Revenue Agency;

3. That the memér will be responsible to reimburse the MCA for a portion of the costs associated with
the complaint and investigation. That amount was set $2500;

Complaint 10-07

Nature of the Complaint: On November 30, 2010 the Registrar of the MCA filed a letteoofplaint,

alleging that the member failed to disclose on his 2010 license application that he had faced charges in 200
The initiation of the complaint was based on court documents received which disclosed that the member we
charged, on April 9, 200%vith failing to file Income Tax Returns for the tax years of 2001, 2002, 2003,

2004, 2005, 2006, and 2007.

The documents also revealed that on May 31, 2010, the member had plead guilty to all seven charges and

was fined $1000.00 per charge (total $7000)0. The subsequent review of
Annual License renewal application revealed that he had failed to inform the MCA of these charges and
convictions. I n section V of the document, in &

corvicted of, or plead guilty to a criminal offence, the member answered in the negative.

The memberespondedhat on the advice of his legal counsel, he filed the wrong form on his 2001 to 2004
income tax returns. For this reason he had answered ¢énsdicenewal application question regarding
criminal offences in the negative.

On December 3, 2010, the Canadian Chiropractic Protective Association, (CCPA) notified the MCA that the
member's professional liability coverage was cancelled effective Se@tdm2010. In turn, the Registrar
notified the member that the MCA had suspended his license due to his lack of professional liability
coverage.

Given the nature of the allegations, the Board appointed an Investigator to review the matter. The
Invedigation determined that the member was in fact practicing while under suspension. The member
responded by noting that he did not believe that the very limited nature of his activities constituted
“practicing”. The memberndesstasdineducated t o removVe

On October 3, 2011 the Board outlined five ter ms
be reinstated. The member complied with the conditions.

The Investigator made the following recommendations in his report:

1) Based orthe evidence and the opinion of legal counsel, there is not sufficient evidence to proceed on the
matter of failure to disclose his past charges and conviction as a result of the language of our application
form used at the time in question;

2) The balane of the subject matter of the complaint does indeed warrant the convening of a formal inquiry
to consider the following issues:

a) Did the member consult with patients while under suspension?

b) Did the member practice without having professional liabilitytgotion in place?
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It was the opinion of the Investigator that there was sufficient evidence whereby an inquiry panel might
reasonably conclude that there has in fact been a breach on both counts.

Outcome: The Investigator determined that it would betcontrary to the public interest to resolve the

matter by way of a voluntary resolution of terms. The member agreed to the proposed terms which were in
turn accepted by the Board of Directors and included in a formal Memorandum of Understanding.

Thefinal MOU included the following terms:

1. The member acknowledged that he is in contravention on the two counts as described;

2. The member will attend the next scheduled session of the MCA Record Keeping Workshop;
3. The member was assessed costs@ttmplaint and investigative proceedings in the amount of
$750.

not phone the inspectors directly with concerns or requests. The MCA Registrar and Standards Committee
Chair are available to respond to queries.

F.A.Q. #3 - “Is an office inspection a ‘fishing expedition’ intended to catch me up?”

Answer: Absolutely not. If fact, quite the contrary. The Standards Committee is thrilled when reviewing an
inspection report for an office without any deficiencies noted. We are goingvierty office with the hope

that all things can be checked off in accordance with the professional standard. When deficiencies are

1. Basis of Presentation
The financial statemeants of the organization have been prepared in accordance with Canadian generally
accepted accounting principles (GAAP) on a going-concerm basls which assumes that the organization

2, Purpose of the Organization
The rissicn of the Manitota Chiropractors Association is to foster and ensure the highest standard
of chiropractic healthcare for ail Manitobans,
As & provincial professional association, the Manitoba Chiropractors Association regulates and
lizences Manitoba Doctors of Chiropractic. The Manitoba Chiropractors Associafion promotes
professional unity and represents member services. It also educates the public aboul the health
henefits of chiropractic and chiropractic research,
The Manitaba Chiropractars Asscciation functions undsr The Chiropractic Act of Manitoba. This Act
raguires that the Association licence all chiropractors who practice in Manitoba. Because each
chiropractor must mest certaln standards to obtain a license, Manitobans are assured of a high
standard of chiropractic care.

3. Incorporation
The Manitoba Chiropractors Association was incorporated by Letters Patent in 1245 without share
capital, under the provisions of the Manitoba Corporations Act. The corporation is to be carried on
without pecuniary gain to its members. Any profits or other accretions are to be used in prometing its
objectives.

4. Significant Accounting Policies

Long-term investments:

The long-term investments are carried at cost and are composed of guaranteed investment certificates
and corporate bonds which mature from 2013 to 2021, The long-term investments will be written down

Capital assets are slated al cost. 1t is the Manitoba Chiropractors Association’s practice to provide
